As you think about

growing in your ability to surrender, how does that thought bring you a sense of peace

and comfort?

Take some time to pray together.  

First start with confession.  Confess the things that are difficult for you to surrender.  

Next, spend time worshipping.  Go back to the discussion you had with Idea 1.  Recall the

things that you said about what God has said and done to provide security about our

identity as his children.  Turns these into words of praise and worship.

Next, take a time of quiet together.  Ask God to look at each one of you and show you

what He sees when He looks at you.

End your time of prayer by reading Romans 8:15-16.

"So you have not received a spirit that makes you fearful slaves. Instead, you received God’s Spirit

when he adopted you as his own children. Now we call him, “Abba, Father.”  For his Spirit joins

with our spirit to affirm that we are God’s children."

SPIRITUAL PRACTICE

S E R M O N  D I S C U S S I O N  Q U E S T I O N S

This week, develop a regular rhythm of surrendering.  It could be a simple breath prayer

that you whisper throughout the day, or it could be starting your day with this prayer:

Father God, the depth of your wisdom, power and riches are unfathomable.  I worship you and

am overwhelmed by the price you paid for my freedom.  You’ve moved me from courtroom to the

safety of your living room and I can’t not payback the grace of your adoption.  Forgive me for my

attempts to earn the grace and position you have bestowed on me. 

Today, again, I surrender my will to yours.  I release control and ask you, indwelling Spirit to be my

wisdom, power and guide.  Father God, uphold me with your righteous hand and protect me from

the temptations of the evil one.  I surrender and live from your favor and love.   

Spirit, fill me.  Come on me and work in me.  Increase my hunger for righteousness and worship. 

 May your power be manifest in me for your name’s sake.
