What can [ do?

1. Start praying now if perhaps the Lord
would have you reach into your local
neighborhood with the impact of the gospel.
Pray also for the children and families in your

neighborhood.

2. Identify if you have children in your

neighborhood who you could reach out to.

3. Consider if you could host a 5 Day Club in
your home, a nearby park, or perhaps ata

neighboring apartment complex.

4. Contact Jeff at the local CEF office to find

out how you can host a club.

5. Consider how you can encourage your
church family to be involved in this outreach

project (if they aren’t already).
